2020 FULBRIGHT TEACHING EXCELLENCE AND ACHIEVEMENT PROGRAM (TEA)

The Fulbright Teaching Excelience and Achievement Program (TEA) is a program of the Bureau of
Educational and Cultural Affairs (ECA) of the U.S. Department of State, and implemented by 1REX, a Washington,
DC-based- non-profit organization. TEA will provide international secondary school teachers with unigue
opportunities to develop expertise in their subject areas, enhance their teaching skilis, and increase their
knowledge about the United States.

Four (4) grants are available for Thailand and the grant period for Fall 2020: Cohort II starts in
September - October 2020. The program will provide approximately 170 fellowships to international secondary
school teachers of English, English as a Foreign Language, math, science, and social studies, including special
education teachers in those subjects, at a U.S. university. The six-week program will consist of academic
seminars focusing on new teaching methodologies, curriculum development, lesson planning, and instructional
technology training. Intensive English language instruction will be offered to teachers who need additional
practice. The program will include a practicum of at least 40 hours with a U.S. partner teacher in a U.S. secondary
school near the host university to actively engage participants in the U.S. dassroom environment. . Cuttural
enrichment, mentoring, and support will be provided to participants throughout the program.

Hold a bachelor's deqree from a Thai university or higher;

Be secondary-level, full-time teachers of English, English as a Foreign lLanguage (EFL),
math, science, or social studies, including special education teachers in those subjects.
Secondary-level teachers include both middle and high school teachers serving students
between approximately 12 and 18 years of age. Teachers responsible for teaching
additional grade levels must teach middle or high school students more than 50% of their
work time in order to be eligible;

« Have at least five years of classroom experience at the time of submission;

« Continue teaching for at least five years after completion of the program; and

« Have an approval for a leave of absence from the school/institutional administration.
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INELIGIBILITY:

. Educational administrators (such as representatives or officials of the Ministry of Education) and school
administrators who do not teach at least 50% of their time, full-time teacher trainers, university facuity,
private English Language tutors, and teachers from schools primarily serving expatriates are not eligible.

«+ Applicants who have in the past five to eight years traveling to the U.S. for -exchange programs such as
Study of the United States Institutes (SUSI) or International Visitor Leadership Program (IVLP)} or to other
Western countries for professional development. However, participating in online programs such as e-
teacher online courses or Massive Open Online Courses (MOOCs) is not considered having extensive
experience.
